
  Elementary,   my   dear!  
Noah   is   teaching   his   children   how   to   multiply   by   two   by   multiplying   pairs   of  
animals.   After   the   lesson,   Noah   uses   the   puzzle   below   to   test   their   x2   math   and  
logic   skills   to   reveal   something   Noah   wanted   the   animals   to   do.  

All   the   math   in   the   5   row   equations   A-E   and   in   the   5   column   equations   F-J   should   be   correct.  
The   normal   math   order-of-operations   applies   across   and   down:   parentheses   first,   then   x,   then   +   and   -.  

Also,    each   row   and   column   in   the   5x5   grid   should   only   have   one   of   each   digit   1,   2,   3,   4,   and   5,  
similar   to   sudoku   rules.    Noah   put   in   the   2s   to   get   you   started.  
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
