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Every tile on the chess board has its own unique name. It might look complicated at first but
as you’ll see, each row and column has something in common. For example, one column has
animals hiding in it. In one row, tiles become new words when you remove the first letter.
I’ve created a mnemonic for each tile to help you remember them, only... hmmm, looks like
I incorrectly placed some of the tiles. You’ll spot one tile out of place 1in each column
and row. Just make sure you put them back 1in their correct 1locations before extracting

any conclusions.
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
