e There are more dirty squares touching the North wall than clean squares. Luckily, this is
not true for the other walls.

e Sophie cleaned the closets from North to South, but she didn’t finish.
e One of the bathrooms is clean and the other is dirty.

o The study was the first room she cleaned.
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
