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There are only three pairs of adjacent cards of the same
suit or rank: the spades, the diamonds, and the aces.
The two club cards have the same orientation; no other
cards facing the same way share a suit.
The 5 of spades and the ace of clubs face towards the
3 of hearts as their neighbour.
No card facing horizontally has a rank above 4.

Principles of this spread

By persisting through
many trials, you have
learned much, but the
answers you have mean
nothing without
reviewing your
knowledge of each suit.
Let the stars guide you
to the conclusion of
your journey.

A sign that you are on the right track,
15 spaces above will remain unoccupied.
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After reviewing your knowledge, take time to
receive the characters of the cards seen to the
right noting what you know of the suit, and
using the number on its index. Form your
initial interpretation of the cards before you.

We must then further pig-ment the cards,
translating to an appropriate code.

Now these cards can be cut and placed into the
provided spread. To assist with proper
placement, consult the guiding principles
below. Only when properly positioned, can
the meaning of the cards be re-interpreted. 

Divination relies both on your surface-level
impressions and on deeper insights from
manipulating the symbols of each card.
Combined, they allow you to clarify what
could develop in the future, and to figure out
problems again and again. 

Terminology
Adjacent
Immediately above, below, left or
right, ignoring rotation; excludes
diagonal neighbours.

Orientation
The rotational state of the card. The
direction it “faces” is shown by the
triangle on the card.
